
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Sex selection is the practice of utilizing medical techniques to have an offspring of 
a preferred sex. It is a deeply controversial practice that raises important questions 
about sex and gender discrimination and stereotypes, reproductive autonomy, and 
the ethics of choosing children with specific characteristics. Conservative anti‐
abortion groups in the United States are increasingly using sex selection as a 
wedge issue to attempt to divide progressive communities.
